



A 17 year old girl has committed suicide.





The events leading up to her death were as follows:





Just before she was due to take her GCSEs she got mixed up with a bad crowd at school and was present when drugs were bought and sold during a lunch break (although she didn't actually do any buying or selling herself).  Her Headteacher expelled her for being a trouble-maker.
